
CITY COUNCIL MEETING – MONDAY, MARCH 10, 2008 
 
The Council of the City of Zanesville met in regular session at 7:00 p.m., Monday, March 
10, 2008 in the City Council Chambers, 401 Market Street, Zanesville, Ohio. 
 
Mr. Hennessey led those present in the Lord’s Prayer.  The Tiger Cubs from Westview 
School, Pack 100 led us in the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag. 
 
The following members of Council answered roll call:  Mr. Phillips, Mr. Zakany, Mrs. 
Gentry, Mr. Tarbert, Mr. Dittmar, Mr. Kilpatrick, Mr. Mc Peek, Mr. Vincent and Mr. 
Hennessey.    
 
Mr. Vincent moved to excuse Mrs. Norman, seconded by Mr. Mc Peek.  Motion carried. 
 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
 
Mr. Zakany moved to dispense with the reading and approve the minutes of the Regular 
Meeting of February 25, 2008, seconded by Mr. Vincent.  Motion carried.  
 
COMMUNICATIONS, REPORTS AND RESOLUTIONS 
 
Communication from Howard Zwelling – Mayor – Subject:  Board Appointments 
Zanesville-Muskingum County Board of Health – Reappointment of Nathan Norris – 
his term will expire March 31, 2014.  Appointment of  Dr. Dan Scheerer – his term will 
expire March 31, 2010.   
Zanesville Metropolitan Housing Authority Board – Reappointment of Mr. Francis 
Cook – his term will expire March 18, 2010. 
 
Mr. Vincent moved to receive and concur, seconded by Mr. Zakany.  Motion carried. 
 
PROPOSED ORDINANCES 
 
Ordinance No. 08-28 – Introduced by Council – Providing appropriations for use during 
the fiscal year 2008, and declaring an emergency. 
 
Mr. Tarbert moved to waive the three readings, seconded by Mr. Dittmar.

Mr. Vincent – Don’t we have an amended version here, tonight, that we need to 
introduce? 
 
Mr. Raines – I mentioned it at the Budget Review – there are four pages if you could 
replace the pages in your budget.  They are all the General Fund – the first page just says 
(amended) at the top of the page.  The second page – in the revenue – as we discussed the 
original budget has $180,000 in Bond Proceeds for the police cars and we need to raise 
that to $236,000.   Page 7 – Capital Outlay – that extra money is added to that account.  
The last page is the revised total of the General Fund.  The entire change is related to the 
increased amount for the police cars.             
 
Mr. Vincent moved to amend 08-28 to include the insertion of the new pages 1, 2, 7 and 
8 which is before Council, seconded by Mr. Tarbert.  Motion carried.

Ordinance No. 08-30 – Introduced by Council – An ordinance authorizing the Mayor to 
apply for and execute contracts in connection with the Round 23 State Issue 1 Program. 
 
Mr. Zakany moved for first reading, seconded by Mr. Phillips.  Motion carried. 
 
Ordinance No. 08-31 – Introduced by Council - An ordinance authorizing the proper City 
official to execute a pre-annexation agreement.  (2570 East Newman Drive) 
 
Mr. Tarbert moved for first reading, seconded by Mr. Phillips.  
 
Petition from:  Michael Wyatt, 1158 Selsam Street, Zanesville 
 
Mr. Wyatt discussed the grinder pump and the East End Sewer Project. (Not this 
ordinance) 
 
Mr. Sims – This house is just outside the City limits – the County doesn’t have any sewer 
in the area – the person is having septic problems, so the Health Department along with 
the EPA would much rather have them hooked into out sanitary sewer.  We would 
maintain the operations of that system.  All we are doing is providing someone with a 
reliable means of disposal through a forced system.  That is all the intent of this is.

Ordinance No. 08-32 – Introduced by Council – Authorizing the proper City official to 
enter into contracts for the purchase of vehicles for the Police Division by competitive 
bid or State Purchase Agreement, authorizing the purchase of related equipment, and 
declaring an emergency.

ORDINANCES FOR ACTION 
 
Ordinance No. 08-25 – Introduced by Council – Amending Ordinance No. 00-16, as 
amended, which adopted a Classification Plan for City Employees. 
 
Mr. Tarbert moved for second reading, seconded by Mr. Zakany. 
 
Mr. Kilpatrick – I have some correspondence with Chief Lacy regarding the cost of these 
additional nine positions.  Just want to make sure that everything that was represented to 
the tax payers of Zanesville in the fire levy, when it was approved, are able to be 
accomplished over the next several years.  I think, at the last meeting, Mr. Raines made 
the statement that within ten years these nine positions may consume all of that revenue 
from the two-tenths levy.  I don’t have a problem with second reading, but I am 
wondering if between now and when it comes up for third reading, that Ways and Means 
should meet to consider this to see if we could put together a three year, five year budget 
to pay for the other things, we said to the taxpayers would happen like new equipment, a 
fourth fire station, etc.  
 
Mr. Hennessey – I agree with you, Mr. Kilpatrick, this can go to Ways and Means.    Mr. 
Tarbert, will you take care of that meeting? 
 



Mr. Tarbert – Yes, sir.

Ordinance No. 08-26 – Introduced by Council – Amending Ordinance No. 97-127, as 
amended, which authorized a maximum schedule of positions. 
 
Mr. Phillips moved for second reading, seconded by Mr. Tarbert.

Mr. Case – Why have we gone all of these years with no Lieutenants and now we need 
nine? 
 
Mr. Hennessey – This will be looked at closer at Ways and Means.

Ordinance No. 08-27 – Introduced by Council – Amending Ordinance No. 97-197, as 
amended, which authorized a maximum schedule of positions, and declaring an 
emergency.

Mr. Vincent – If we don’t get this passed, tonight, don’t we get the fellow laid off? 
 
Chief Lacy – That’s correct.  I would like for them to reconsider and pass it.  It was an 
over sight on my part, this didn’t get to you earlier to allow for three readings.

Mr. Case – Discussed the State Street Bridge – he wanted the people to know that it is 
going to be sometime the middle of May before it is open.  He also spoke to the school 
resource officer about the volunteers for the crosswalks – it is being worked on and will 
be in place when they get volunteers to work the crosswalks.     
 
Petition from:  Robert Dicks, 1138 ½ Ridge Avenue, Zanesville, Ohio  
 
Mr. Dicks  wanted to thank the one person on Council that had taken an interest in his 
concerns regarding drugs in his neighborhood.   
 
Mr. Kilpatrick – To follow up with Mr. Dicks’ comments from the last meeting – I 
believe the Mayor had said he would be meeting with Mr. Brandford and Chief Lambes 
and I was wondering, what was the outcome of that. 
 



Mayor Zwelling – We had an excellent meeting, today, with Mr. Brandford, the Chief, 
and this was the second Monday of the month, so we had our four member advisory 
committee meet with us, today.  We talked about some interesting propositions to look 
into, to perhaps make the department stronger.  A discussion about reviving 
neighborhood watches.  There were two raids last week – one on Luck Avenue and one 
off of State Street.  Drugs were confiscated, one gun and two arrests were made and more 
pending out of those two drugs busts.  If anybody knows of any drug activity, they can 
call 455-0700 or if it is going on at the moment, call 911.    
 
Mr. Dicks – Since, March 5th, we have taken 273 photographs of illegal things that has 
been going on in my neighborhood.  We have taken pictures of police officers driving 
past – these drug deals going down right on the corner.  We have taken pictures of police  
officers driving past, prostitutes climbing in cars.  I would like to know what’s going on.  
You’ve got a Police Chief  that lied to the public, when a police officer was busted for 
drugs – he said, I didn’t know anything was going on.  It came out in the paper about 
Beck and Zanesville’s only drug dog – that wasn’t the first drug dog Zanesville Police 
Department ever had – Jon Booth was the first drug dog.   
 
Mr. Hennessey – Have you submitted these pictures to the Administration, yet? 
 
Mr. Dicks – Which Administration – not the Police Department, I guarantee you not the 
Police Department. 
 
Mr. Hennessey – Did you give them to the Public Safety Director? 
 
Mr. Dicks – No, I have not.  I would like to show them to City Council.  You are invited 
to my house and you can come and watch the circus for yourself.   
 
Mr. Brandford – I am in the process of addressing some of the issues that have come 
before Council. 
 
Mr. Hennessey – Will you have an update for us, next meeting?   
 
Mr. Brandford – Yes, I will have something. 
 
Mr. Vincent – Chief Lambes, as far as calls beinging made, that’s recorded, documented.  
I assume there are people checking and see the reports of crimes? 
 
Chief Lambes – Absolutely. 
 
 
Mr. Vincent moved to go into Executive Session to discuss the purchase of two real 
estate matters, seconded by Mr. Phillips.

Mayor Zwelling – A few meetings ago, Tim Smith talked about the 350 youths and adults 
that are committed to come to Zanesville to work on approximately 50 homes.  They said 
they needed $19,000 in order to pull this off.  I understand, that he is within $4,000 of the 
total.  He needs to raise that balance by April.  Anyone interested in contributing to that 
fund can contact Meg Deedrick, Community Development or Tim Smith, Code 
Enforcement.
