WHEREAS, the City of Zanesvi lle is eligible for Round 32 State Issue 1 Financial Assistance 
contingent upon proper application submittal and State approval; and 

WHEREAS, authorized legislation by City Council is appropriate to submit applications and 
execute contracts in connection with State Issue 1 Financial Assistance Program for Round 32. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Zanesville, State of 
Ohio, that: 

SECTION ONE: The proper City official is hereby authorized to apply for a grant and zero 
interest loan application and execute contract(s), if offered, or Round 32 State Issue 1 Financia l 
Assistance Program and infrastructure improvement for OPWC Round 32. 

SECTION TWO: This Ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after the earliest 
period allowed by law.

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE PROPER CITY OFFICIAL TO SUBMIT AN 

APPLICATION TO THE OHIO DEVELOPMENT SERVICES AGENCY FOR AN AWARD OF 
COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT ALLOCATION PROGRAM FUNDS AND DECLARING AN 
EMERGENCY. 

WHEREAS, Small Cities Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds have been made 
available by Congressional appropriations to achieve stated objectives of Title I of the 
Housing & Community Development Act of 1974; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Zanesville wishes to participate in, and receive financial assistance under, 
the PY 2017 CDBG Community Development Allocation Program provided through the State of Ohio, 
Ohio Development Services Agency (ODSA), Office of Community Development (OCD); and 

WHEREAS, after updated ODSA policies starting with the PY 2017 program, the City is eligible for 
$166,000 under the PY 2017 CDBG Allocation Program to administer over a period of two years and is 
not eligible to apply for more CDBG funding until PY2019; and 

WHEREAS, seven (7) applications for CDBG assistance were submitted to the City by the 
advertised deadline, reviewed by city staff (Exhibit A) and discussed amongst the Citizen's Advisory 
Committee (CAe) for recommendations to City Council. The projects recommended for funding are as 
follows: 

• $50,000 to be used for public infrastructure improvements (sidewalk and curb) on 
the east side of Cliffwood Ave. (with City of Zanesville match of $43,900) 

• $91,000 to be used for PY2017 Neighborhood Revitalization Program (NRP) grant 
match to conduct activities within the Chaps Run Target Area 

• The remaining funds ($25,000) will be used for the required Fair Housing Program 
and Administration; and 

WHEREAS, in addition to the PY17 Allocation grant, and with approval from City Council 
(Ordinance 17-76), the Community Development Department will also be applying for the CDBG 
Neighborhood Revitalization Program (NRP) and using a portion of its PY 17 Allocation funds in the NRP 
target neighborhood, making the City's NRP application more competitive; and 

WHEREAS, if unsuccessful in securing the PY17 NRP grant, the City of Zanesville must have 
backup projects to fund using the $91,000 pledged for the NRP target neighborhood. These projects are: 

• $50,000 to be used for a public infrastructure improvement project to re-surface 
Larzelere Ave. (with City of Zanesville match of $43,000) 

• $41,000 to be used for a city-wide paint program to paint the exteriors of owner­

occupied residential houses; and

WHEREAS, due to delays at the Federal level for HUD's 2017 budget, the City did not find out its 
Allocation amount until June 15, 2017 and ODSA was forced to change the application window to 
Monday, June 19

th
, 2017 through Friday, July 14th

, 2017, consequently not allowing enough time for the 
full legislative process at the local level to take place and thus needing to be expedited. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Zanesville, State of Ohio, that: 

SECTION ONE: City Council designates the Mayor is designated official representative of the City 
of Zanesville with respect to all matters relating to the application for the Community Development 
Block Grant assistance authorized by this Ordinance. 

SECTION TWO: The Mayor is authorized to: 

a) Prepare and file all documents necessary to make application to the Ohio 
Development Services Agency for an award of Community Development Block Grant assistance through 
the Fiscal Year 2016 Community Development Allocation Program; 

b) Certify that the City will replace all occupied and vacant occupiable low/moderate 
income dwelling units demolished or converted to a use other than as low/moderate income housing as 
a direct result of activities assisted with funds awarded pursuant to the application as required by 24 
CFR 570.496(a); 

c) Enter into such contracts with, and provide such certifications to, the Ohio 
Development Services Agency as may be appropriate to assure that Title I funds awarded pursuant to 
allowance of the application are received and expended in full compliance with all requirements of the 
Housing & Community Development Act of 1974 and applicable Federal and State regulations; and, 

d) Carry out and expend funds for all programs and activities set forth in the Community 
Development Block Grant application in conformity with program guidelines and applicable regulations. 

SECTION THREE: City Council recognizes that in order to proceed with the Cliffwood sidewalk 
and curb project, and/or Larzelere re-surfacing backup project, it would need to dedicate funds in the 
FY2018 and 2019 calendar year budgets. 

SECTION FOUR: Failure to submit the application by July 14, 2017 would result in the loss of 
grant funding which benefits low to-moderate income Zanesville residents, necessitating emergency 
adoption of the ordinance to preserve the public's interest and welfare for the City of Zanesville. 

SECTION FIVE: For the reasons stated in Section Four, this Ordinance is declared to be an 
emergency measure. Provided it receives the affirmative vote of six (6) or more members of City 
Council, this Ordinance shall take effect and be in force immediately upon its passage and approval of 
the Mayor. Otherwise, it shall take effect and be in force from and after the earliest period allowed by 

law.

PY 2017 CDBG Allocation Grant Application Review 

The 2017 Community Development Block Grant provides flexible funding for housing and 

community development projects within the city of Zanesville. For an activity to be eligible to 

receive CDBG funds, it must meet at least one of the National Objectives which include 

benefitting a low/moderate income persons, slum/blight and/or urgent need. 

The staff ofthe Community Development Department held the 1st public meeting on March l 't, 

2017 to introduce the Community Development Block Grant to the public and stakeholders in 

order to inform the community of opportunities, receive feedback, and identify projects in the 

city for potential assistance. Additionally, every two years the City is required to develop a 

Community Development Implementation Strategy (CD IS} and hold an additional public 

meeting to discuss the needs of the community. The City went above and beyond the State's 

requirements for the CDIS process and hosted a total of seven meetings around the City (one in 

each ward plus one centralized meeting at City Hall). All feedback is documented and will be 

submitted to the State along with our CDBG appl ications. 

PY 17 CDBG Allocation Grant Overview 

At this point, we still don't know what our allocation amount will be. The State's tentative 

plan is to have the applications due in mid-July, but this is still up in the air due to 2018 

budget concerns relating to CDSG funds. Therefore, our CAC meeting will be different from 

years past due to the unknowns. We will discuss different options with the assumption of 

different ranges of funding: 

• $75,000-$125,000 

• $150,000 - $175,000 

• $175,000 - $200,000 

• $200,000+
