COMMUNICATIONS, REPORTS, AND RESOLUTIONS 

Communication from Rhonda Heskett, Budget and Finance Director -This is the 
Local Government Revenue Fund for 2018 and is pursuant to Ohio Revised Code 
Section 5705.281 which needs to be certified to the County Auditor's Office in the 
amount of $679,052.46. 

Mr. Wolfe moved to receive, seconded by Mr. Foreman.

Communication from Mayor Jeff Tilton - Zanesville Community Improvement 
Corporation Board-Mayor Tilton is hereby recommending the appointment of Susan 
Jones to the Zanesville Community Improvement Corporation Board.

Mr. Roberts: There is a recommendation from the Public Service Committee that th is be 
passed. 2007 was the last time we updated the long term control plan. 

Mr. Bennett: The first reading is fine. We are still finalizing the language in the 
agreement so by third reading we will be back and will be able to submit that to you . 

A voice vote was taken with all in favor of first reading. None were opposed.

Ordinance No. 17-88 - Introduced by Council - An Ordinance authorizing the proper 
city official to accept funding and execute related intergovernmental agreements with 
the Muskingum Watershed Conservancy District and the Ohio Department of Natural 
Resources; advertise for bids, award a construction contract, and expend funds for the 
Lock 10 Dam Debris Removal Project, and declaring an emergency. 
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Mr. Roberts moved for first reading, seconded by Mr. Foreman. 

Mr. Roberts moved to amend the Ordinance in Section Four as the last five digits of the 
line item need to read 56179. Miss Bradshaw seconded the motion. A voice vote was 
taken with all in favor. None were opposed.

Ordinance 17-88 as amended. 

Mr. Roberts moved to waive the readings and it was seconded by Mrs. Osborn.

Mr. Roberts pointed out there was some fairly lengthy discussion in the Public Service 
meeting about this, and between the Muskingum Watershed Conservancy District and 
ODNR (Ohio Department of Natural Resources) they were able to cover the entire 
amount of the debris removal so the City has no out of pocket costs. 

Mr. Vincent: That is wonderful news. It was a lot of work by the Mayor, Chip Saunders 
and others. They did a lot of talking and it worked out well for the City and our budget. 
So thank you. It is significant. Mr. Vincent read the report Mr. Bennett had and it is 
unbelievable the amount of cubic yards, it was 42 hundred cubic yards of debris. 

Mr. Bennett said there is a lot underneath there that you just can 't see. 

Mr. Vincent said to capture it here and getting rid of it instead of versus letting it go on 
downstream, so it helps other communities also by preventing snags and dangers for 
those that enjoy boating and the river. 

Mr. Bennett said it will be a fun project to watch and do photography as they remove the 
debris. 

Ms. Gildow had a comment that the Muskingum River is such an asset to our area that 
when we see something really good like this happening it's exciting and ideally that will 
result in something else happening to make the river safer, more navigable, and more 
attractive. 

Mr. Vincent said it will protect that dam too. It is a really used pool up river and it is a 
real asset to our community.

Ordinance No. 17-89 - Introduced by Council- An Ordinance authorizing the waiver of 
utility fees associated with the construction of two new Habitat for Humanity of 
Southeast Ohio's Housing Development projects on Mead Street in the City of 
Zanesville. 

Mr. Baker moved for first reading, seconded by Mrs. Gentry. 

Mr. Vincent: Is there any discussion? It has been a couple of years since Habitat has 
done a project in the City, if I understand correctly. It is good they are back. Hearing 
none, all in favor of first reading signify by saying aye. All were in favor. None were 
opposed.

Ordinance No. 17-90 - Introduced by Council - An Ordinance authorizing the City 
Auditor to accept a bid for a surplus vehicle greater than $1 ,000 that was not listed on 
the prior surplus equipment sale ordinance.

When he walked through 
and came back through and had missed a whole lot of stuff. You have to look really 
close in different areas. 

Mayor Tilton said there are some small sculptures on the ground, painting, and then the 
cloth they did in the air. They did a great job. Two of them moved away as they are 
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
