EXECUTE A PRE-ANNEXATION AGREEMENT WITH MARLENE MOORE

AND MUSKINGUM COUNTY PARCEL NO. 17-76-02-15-003

WHEREAS, Marlene Moore is the property owner of Muskingum County Parcel No. 17-76-
02-15-001 and Muskingum County Parcel No. 17-76-02-15-003; and

WHEREAS, Marlene Moore initiated contact with the City of Zanesville Community
Development Department staff and expressed their desire to annex the referenced parcels of
property into the corporate boundaries of the City of Zanesville; and

WHEREAS, the properties are contiguous to the municipal boundaries and are currently
being served with potable drinking water and sanitary sewage disposal through existing
connections with City of Zanesville facilities; and

WHEREAS, the property owner is willing to execute a Pre-annexation Agreement with the
City of Zanesville; and

WHEREAS, the properties are currently built upon as a single-family residential home but
desires to construct multi-family residential dwelling units upon annexation into the City; and

WHEREAS, all costs associated with the formal annexation process shall be borne by the
property owner.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Zanesville, State of
Ohio, that:

SECTION ONE: The Public Service/Community Development Director is hereby
authorized to execute a Pre-annexation Agreement, attached as “Exhibit A” with Marlene Moore
for Muskingum County Parcel No. 17-76-02-15-001 and Muskingum County Parcel No. 17-76-02-
15-003.

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PRE-ANNEXATION AGREEMENT

This Pre-Annexation Agreement (the "Agreement") is made and entered into this day of
, 2017, by and between Ms. Marlene Moore (hereinafter the “Landowner”), and the
City of Zanesville, Ohio, an Ohio municipal corporation organized and existing under the Constitution

and laws of the State of Ohio (hereinafter the “City”), under the circumstances summarized in the
following recitals.

RECITALS:

WHEREAS, Landowner owns approximately 0.57 acres (+/-) of land located at 1670 Doaks Lane,
Zanesville, Ohio Muskingum County Tax Parcel numbers 17-76-02-15-001 and 17-76-02-07-003, which
land is depicted on Exhibit A and referred to herein as the "Property”) which is contiguous with the
boundaries of the City; and

WHEREAS, the Property would benefit from certain City services, including in particular police
protection, water, sanitary sewer, storm water, and comprehensive planning and zoning services; and

WHEREAS, the City is capable of providing and hereby agrees to offer its municipal services to the
Property if the Property is annexed to the City; and

WHEREAS, the Parties agree that it is in their mutual interest prior to the annexation process to enter
into this Agreement for the mutual benefit of Landowner and the City; and

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the covenants and agreements contained herein, Landowner and
the City covenant and agree as follows:

Section 1. Annexation Petitions and Related Approvals.

A Petition(s) for Annexation; Annexation. The Landowner shall prepare or has already prepared, an
annexation petition, map, legal description and other related information, as may be required by the
Ohio Revised Code ("ORC"), to annex the Property to the City. The annexation process shall be an
"Expedited Type II" annexation as provided in ORC Section 709.023. Landowner agrees that it will
execute any necessary annexation petition, as appropriate, and will execute any other documents
reasonably necessary to effectuate the annexation as may be required by law at its cost or expense. The
annexation petition shall appoint Mr. Si Digman, as the petitioner’s agent and may be filed solely with
the Property or may be filed as a joint annexation petition with other parcels so long as all other parcels
so joined are supported by one hundred (100%) of the owners of each parcel and the joinder of any such
additional parcels will in no way affect the agreements of the parties memorialized in this Agreement.
The petition will be filed with the Muskingum County Commissioners. The Landowner agrees that all
Landowner costs and expenses in petitioning for the annexation will be borne by the Landowner or
Developer. The City’s costs will be borne by City. Landowner further agrees that they will continue to
support the annexation to the City throughout the process, including any appeal or court action with
Landowner paying its costs and the City paying its costs; provided, however, Landowner’s continued
cooperation in the annexation of the Property shall be subject to and conditioned upon the City’s
performance of its duties and obligations as memorialized in this Agreement.

B. City Service Ordinance. Pursuant to and in accordance with the ORC, the City agrees to enact, prior to
twenty (20) days after the date of filing the annexation petition(s) with the Board of County
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
