











Ordinance No. 18-27

Application to the Mayor of the city of Zanesville Ohio to establish revitalization district pursuant to
4301.81 of the Ohio Revised Code.

Thomas C. & Tara K. Poorman, members of POCO 740 LLC, owner of property located at 333 Market
Street, Zanesville, Ohio, and within the proposed district, do hereby apply to the Mayor of the City of
Zanesville, Ohio, pursuant to Section 4301.81 of the Ohio Revised Code, for the designation of a
Revitalization District.

The boundaries of the proposed district are as follows:

On the North by the south right of way of Interstate 70

On the South by the north right of way of Marietta Street

On the West by the east bank of the Muskingum River

On the East by a line beginning at the Northwest intersection of the right of way lines of Underwood
Street and interstate 70; continuing South and transitioning through S Ninth St commencing at the right
of way lines of the southwest corner of Ninth Street and Marietta Street.

Arts & Entertainment District-
Market Street (West to East)
e Zanes Landing Park continues to serve the community as a wonderful event space and the host
site for the Lorena Sternwheeler.
o The former R.R. building was purchased from the City in 2015 has seen slow but consistent
renovations, This site has a lot of potential (See opinion below).
¢ Our building, 333 Market St, which is on the Historic Register, has received much needed
upgrades to each level of this building, including HVAC installation, handicapped access, and
complete second floor renovation. The second floor is now a Yoga/Wellness Center and the
third floor is a small event and meeting space. This building has added extended hour vibrancy
to the downtown in addition to Health/Wellness opportunities for our citizens.
s Over $200,000in has been invested in improving a downtown property acquired for $210,000,
for a total downtown investment of more than $410,000. Additional investments and upgrades
are planned and will take place in future years,

3rd Street-(North to South)

+ The Freight Shops (a Private/Public partnership) has new “public” owners (2016) who continually
make upgrades to the historic building. Long term goals will be increased occupancy rates and
facility upgrades,

e Recently (2017) the mid-week Farmers Market has returned to Third Street and on Saturdays
during the Muskingum County Fair. The Muskingum County Community Foundation and the
ZDA are exploring long term opportunities for a year-round Farmers Market in the downtown
area. This area has a high potential for serving those needs.

4th Street-(North to South)

* The recently renovated Senior Center (2017) had an immediate impact on improving the activity
density in the NW corner of downtown, The adaptive reuse of a former grocery/department
store has improved the vibrancy of this corner of downtown by having extended hours and
providing much needed services for the senior citizens of Muskingum County,

e Secrest Auditorium a 1776 seat entertainment venue continues to be upgraded by the City of
Zanesvlile. Major acts from around the world perform here annuaily. Additionally, local artists
and musical events are held here too.

e Allen Baughman Law Building (2017) this recently converted bakery is now a Law Office
featuring amenities seldom seen in downtown Zanesville. The law partners have the advantage
of a roof top deck and exposed brick walls.
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The former Business Equipment building provides additional health/wellness opportunities with
the Wellness Center selling healthy shakes for breakfast and lunch as well as fitness classes.

The Masonic temple is continually expanding as a focal point for the arts community and a yoga
studio has located on the upper floor in 2017.

4. Z.D.A Managers comments-

Anchored by Secrest Auditorium the A&E District is experiencing investments from new and
current owners, Prior to the Dutro/Graham praject it could have been argued that this area was
experiencing the most investment per square foot than any district in downtown,

Parking- this area has an abundance of parking spaces.

The former RR building at Zanes Landing Park has restaurant or retail potential. Currently under-

_utflized.

Owners comments- .

The creation of the district would attract additional private sector investment to the downtown.
That is positive for the City, for businesses and entrepreneurs, and for all property owners, City
income tax will grow as business entities locate in the downtown and entrepreneurs take
advantage of this economic opportunity.

From a quality of life standpoint, creation of the district would enhance the downtown as a
destination for local residents (and tourists), for entertainment, dining and nightlife.

A local entrepreneurial couple is actively looking to locate a business within this district to
establish a relaxed, upscale restaurant serving small plates and specialty wines. This would
compliment the local restaurants in the immediate area and bring in more people with

. additional options for local dining.

It is proven that a concentration of restaurants, bars, entertainment venues is beneficial from a
business standpoint.

Property owners will benefit from increasing property values as the creation of the district
makes real estate in the downtown more valuable,
