ORDINANCE NO. 18-27 (A)
INTRODUCED BY COUNCIL

AN ORDINANCE DECLARING THE MAYOR'S RECOMMENDATION TO ESTABLISH A
REVITALIZATION DISTRICT IN DOWNTOWN ZANESVILLE, IN ACCORDANCE WITH ORC 4301.81.,
AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY

WHEREAS, the Ohio Revised Code (ORC) section 4301.81 sets forth requirements and procedures for the
designation of revitalization districts, which are established through the Ohio Division of Liquor Control;

WHEREAS, a revitalization district is defined in ORC 4301.81 as a bounded area that includes or will include a
combination of entertainment, retail, educational, sporting, social, cultural, or arts establishments;

WHEREAS, two applications have been filed with the Mayor Tilton by Tom Poorman and Paul Emory seeking the
designation of a Revitalization District in downtown Zanesville, in accordance with ORC 4301.81 (attached as
Exhibit A);

WHEREAS, the City of Zanesville has actively developed strategies to promote development and investment in
downtown Zanesville, including the adoption of an Arts Overlay District, initiating the process of creating of a
Downtown Redevelopment District, and securing grant funding to create the “Visit Zanesville-Muskingum County”
mobile application in partnership with the Zanesville-Muskingum County Chamber of Commerce;

WHEREAS, Mayor Tilton hereby recommends that Council approve the applications of Tom Poorman and Paul
Emory, with the exception of the Mayor’s recommended revisions to the Revitalization District boundaries
(attached as Exhibit B);

WHEREAS, given that ORC 4301.81 states that the legislative board of the municipal corporation must approve
or disapprove the application seeking the designation Revitalization District no later than seventy-five days from
the date that the application has been filed with the Mayor, the timing of the City’s required action is immediate;
and

WHEREAS, creation of a Revitalization District shall enhance the well-being of the general public, and failure to
approve the Revitalization District applications timely would result in the loss of opportunity to substantially
contribute to economic development and business growth, thus depriving the residents, property owners, and
business owners of downtown Zanesville the opportunity to benefit from increased economic investment, guality
of life, and redevelopment of underutilized properties, as well as new possibilities for entrepreneurs and business
owners. Therefore, passage of this Ordinance as an emergency measure protects the public interest and welfare.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Zanesville, State of Ohio, that:

SECTION 1: The Mayor of the City of Zanesville hereby submits his recommendation to this Council that the
applications of Tom Poorman and Paul Emory be granted with the recommended revisions to the
Revitalization District boundaries, as presented in Exhibit B, for the reason that the proposed
district will substantially contribute to economic development, redevelopment of underutilized
properties, and business growth the community.

SECTION 2: This Council shall, within thirty days of receiving this Ordinance, notify the public by notice
published once a week for two consecutive weeks in the Zanesville Times Recorder, that the two
Revitalization District applications are on file in the office of the Clerk of Council and are available
for inspection by the public during regular business hours, in accordance with ORC 4301.81.

SECTION 3: This Council will present an ordinance which approves or disapproves the applications and
recommended revisions within seventy-five days of the receipt of the Revitalization District
application (that being March 28, 2018) in accordance with ORC 4301.81, which will be submitted
to the Division of Liquor Control upon its passage.



SECTION 4: The Community Development Committee of Council, upon its review of the two applications
presented in Exhibit A and the Mayor’s recommendation contained in Exhibit B, hereby submits
its recommendation for the boundaries of the proposed Revitalization District (attached as
Exhibit C) to additionally include Parcel 84-24-03-11-000 within the District boundaries.

SECTION-4-5: For the reasons stated above, this Ordinance is declared to be an emergency measure. Provided
it receives the affirmative vote of six (6) or more members of City Council, this Ordinance shall
take effect and be in force immediately upon its passage and approval of the Mayor. Otherwise,
it shall take effect and be in force from and after the earliest period allowed by law.
