WHEREAS; During 2016/2017 ODOT awarded the bid for paving within the City of Zanesville for
portions of US 40, SR 146 and SR 60 to Lash Paving Inc.,

WHEREAS; Throughout the projects many issues came about as to the quality and timeliness of the
work surrounding the paving and other activities, including but not limited to: segregation of asphalt
material in the intermediate course and surface course, problems with the tack coat application and
performance, inadequate traffic control coordination and methods, elevation differences between
pavement and joints, issues with the application of joint sealing material, adjustment of water valve and
manhole heights, catch basin grates sealed and shut from paving operations.

WHEREAS; the City of Zanesville has been disserved and harmed by these actions,

WHEREAS; the City of Zanesville believes that it is in the best interest of the public that this
contractor be precluded from being awarded contracts bids or other work based on the aforementioned
issues.
