WHEREAS, the City has secured federal funds for pavement overlays of the following streets: 
Larzelere Avenue from Ohio Street to Luck Avenue, Redman Road, and Todd Place; and 

WHEREAS, in order to expedite the roadway project and to promote roadway safety, this 
ordinance needs passed as an emergency. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Zanesville , State of 
Ohio, that: 

SECTION ONE: The proper city official is hereby authorized to advertise for bids for the 
Larzelere Avenue Paving Project and enter into contract with the lowest and best bidder. 

SECTION TWO: The cost of the project is estimated to be $95,000, with $50,000 taken from 
Line Item 317.4120.56123 and $45,000 taken from Line Item 202.6541.54426. 

SECTION THREE: For the reasons stated above, this Ordinance is declared to be an 
emergency measure. Provided it receives the affirmative vote of six (6) or more members of City 
Council , this Ordinance shall take effect and be in force immediately upon its passage and approval of 
the Mayor. Otherwise, it shall take effect and be in force from and after the earliest period allowed by 
law.

Provided it receives the affirmative vote of six (6) or more members of City 
Council, this Ordinance shall take effect and be in force immediately upon its passage and approval of 
the Mayor.
