AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE PROPER CITY OFFICIAL 
TO DISPOSE OF SURPLUS PROPERTY. 

WHEREAS, Counci l of the City of Zanesville passed Ordinance #14·71 establishing a policy 
for the disposal of property the City deems to be surplus; and 

WHEREAS, the Public Service Department: Wastewater Division has identified a 3,000 gallon 
steel sludge storage tank that is no longer needed for the usual daily operations of the City; and 

WHEREAS , the asset is set for disposal and is deemed to be of value in excess of $1 ,000.00, 
thus requiring authorization from Council prior to disposal. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Zanesville , Ohio, that: 

SECTION ONE: The proper City official is hereby authorized to dispose of a 3,000 gallon steel 
sludge storage tank as surplus property by the procedures established in the City's Surplus Property 
Disposal Policy adopted January 1, 2015.

WHEREAS, the City has requested to modify the Indemnification Clause within the original 
agreement; and

FIRST AMENDMENT TO LEASE AGREEMENT 
Muskingum River Canal Park 

City of Zanesville 

This FIRST AMENDMENT TO LEASE AGREEMENT amends the LEASE MANAGEMENT 
AGREEMENT ("LEASE") dated September 18, 2017, between the Ohio Department of Natural 
Resources ("LESSOR") and the City of Zanesville. (" LESSEE") for LESSOR'S property located at 
Muskingum River Lock #10 Canal Park in the City of Zanesville, Muskingum County, Ohio. The 
LESSOR and LESSEE agree that the LEASE shall be amended as follows: 

1. Paragraph 6 entitled "Personal Injury or Property Damage" under the heading MUTUAL 
COVENANTS OF LESSOR AND LESSEE shall be deleted in its entirety and be replaced with 
the following: 

Liability. LESSEE agrees to construct, maintain and operate the Canal Park in a good and 
responsible manner for the purpose for which it is intended. LESSOR shall have no 
responsibility for the construction, maintenance or operation of the Canal Park, except that 
LESSOR agrees to provide only the following services: trash removal , lawn services and snow 
removal. LESSEE shall occupy and use the property subject to this LEASE at its own risk and 
expense. 

Each party, as an agency of the State of Ohio/political subdivision, is prohibited from 
indemnifying the other. Both parties are self-insured and both agree to be responsible for any 
negligent acts or omissions by or through itself or its agents and employees. Each party agrees to 
defend itself and themselves, and to pay any judgments and costs arising out of such negligent 
acts or omissions as determined by a court of competent jurisdiction, or as the parties may 
otherwise mutually agree. Nothing herein shall impute or transfer any such responsibility from 
one party to the other party. 

2. The existing Exhibit A shall be deleted in its entirety and be replaced with a new attached 
Exhibit A, which includes the Zanesville Rotary Club Park Area as additional leased property. 

All other terms and conditions of the LEASE are hereby ratified and confirmed by the parties and shall 
remain in full force and effect.
