ORDINANCE NO. 19-_63

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE EXPENDITURE OF FUNDS
FOR THE PURCHASE OF MATERIALS AND SERVICES FOR THE
CONSTRUCTION OF THE HILLTOP ROAD AND EAST WILLOW
DRIVE WATER MAIN PROJECT.

WHEREAS, by the adoption of Ordinance No. 16-61, the Zanesville City Council authorized
expenditure of funds acquired through the Ohio Water Development Authority for the construction of
several potable water projects, including the East Highland Drive project; and

WHEREAS, the Water Division is ready to begin the next phase of these projects by replacing
water mains on Hilltop Road and East Willow Drive, and requests authorization to expend funds for
purchase of services and supplies, as detailed in the attached memorandum; and

WHEREAS, quotes were received for all vendors and contractors, and while no one vendor

exceeds $50,000, the total project costs are estimated to be $100,824.05, and thus requires approval
by council.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Council of the City of Zanesville, State of
Ohio, that:

SECTION ONE: The proper City official is hereby authorized to purchase materials and
services in an estimated amount of $100,824.05 for the Hilltop Road and East Willow Drive water main
replacement project.

SECTION TWO: The funds for the purchase of materials and services shall be paid from the
City’s Water Fund Line ltem 611-5473-54457.

SECTION THREE: This Ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after the earliest
period allowed by law.

RE: Hilltop Road and E. Willow Drive Water Main Replacement Project

On October 22, 2018, the City of Zanesville Water Division began the East Highland Drive water main
replacement project.

The next two water mains to be replaced in this phase are at Hilltop Road and E. Willow Drive. These
projects will continue the division’s initiative to improve water quality and circulation to these areas. The
cost of this next phase of the project is estimated as below:

» Seed and straw: $335.00

» Topsoil — 63 tons: $1,228.50
» Hot mix—5 tons: $330.00

> Sand —49 tons: $453.25

» Stone — 180 tons: $3,213.00
» Concrete—10vyards:  $1,140.00
> Hydrants $6,340.00
» Valves $2,225.00
» Parts $35,999.30
» Boring $49,560.00

TOTAL: $100,824.05

As such, this amount requires Council’s approval. | ask that Council consider waiving the readings for the
assaciated ordinance. The Water Division is ready to begin this next phase, and the process and time
required to order and obtain supplies can be lengthy.

INTRODUCED BY COUNCIL

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND AND REVISE THE ZONING MAP AND
MAKE PERMANENT ZONING IN THE CITY OF ZANESVILLE, OHIO

WHEREAS, an application has been duly made requesting a zone change from C-2 Community Commercial to
C-4 Highway Commercial; and

WHEREAS, proper notification of the intent of this Council to consider this request to rezone the below

described property was given to abutters within 200 feet of the requested rezoning and in a newspaper of general
circulation; and

WHEREAS, after testimony and discussion the Zanesville Planning Commission recommended to City Council
that the zone change request further identified on Exhibit "A", be approved.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Zanesville, State of Ohio; that

SECTION ONE: The application for rezone change with respect to the real property hereinafter described and
shown in Exhibit "A" is hereby approved and the zoning with respect to said property is so changed.

SECTION TWO: The Zoning Map of the City of Zanesville, Ohio, and the same is hereby amended and
revised by changing the zoning as follows:

From C-2 Community Commercial to C-4 Highway Commercial, situated in the City of Zanesville, County of
Muskingum, and State of Ohio, and bounded and described as follows:

Auditors Parcel #85-39-01-18-001, recorded in Deed Volume 2778 and Page 474, with said Deed Volume being
located in the Muskingum County Recorder's Office.

SECTION THREE: This Ordinance shall take effect upon the approval of the Mayor and
from and after the earliest period allowed by law .

ORDINANCE NO. 19- 52
INTRODUCED BY COUNCIL

AN ORDINANCE TO VACATE A 16.5’ ALLEY RUNNING BETWEEN
PARCELS #81-52-01-08-000 AND #81-52-01-09-000
IN THE CITY OF ZANESVILLE, OHIO AS HEREIN PROVIDED

WHEREAS, an application has been duly made by Jim Michel requesting the vacation of a 16.5’ by
100’ alley between parcels #81-52-01-08-000 and #81-52-01-09-000; and

WHEREAS, proper notification of the intent of this Council to vacate this alley right-of-way was
given to abutters within 200 feet of the requested vacation and in a newspaper of general circulation; and

WHEREAS, after testimony and discussion the Zanesville Planning Commission has recommended to
City Council that this alley right-of-way, further identified on Exhibit “A” be vacated.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Zanesville, State of Ohio;

SECTION ONE: The application by Jim Michel for an alley vacation, further identified on Exhibit
“A”, is hereby approved.

SECTION TWO: Jim Michel has prepared a vacation plat of said vacated alley right-of-way and the
Clerk of Council is instructed to endorse upon such plat the action of this Council and to cause said plat to be recorded in
the Recorder’s Office of Muskingum County, Ohio.
