ORDINANCE NO. 19- _ 94

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE PROPER CITY OFFICIAL TO ENTER
INTO AN AGREEMENT WITH COMPUCORP AS THE INTERNET SERVICE
PROVIDER FOR ZANESVILLE DOWNTOWN FIBEROPTIC NETWORK.

WHEREAS, through the Cool & Connected process, a need for higher speed broadband in the
downtown area was identified; and

WHEREAS, the City preformed preliminary engineering on fiber optic in the downtown area and
applied for grant funding from Appalachian Regional Commission; and

WHEREAS, the City advertised for an Internet Service Provider and selected CompuCorp as the
partner; and

WHEREAS, the City and CompuCorp have finalized the proposed network, amount of bandwidth
and pricing needed for the public facilities and finalized terms and conditions of the partnership.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Council of the City of Zanesville, State of Ohio, that:

SECTION 1: The proper City official is hereby authorized to enter into a professional services
contract with CompuCorp in substantially the same form as Exhibit A to this Ordinance.

SECTION 2: This Ordinance shall take effect upon the approval of the Mayor and from and after
the earliest period allowed by law.
